Please be aware that the only equipment provided for your party is stated in the confirmation of booking letter, extras such as table cloths, cake knife, and an all important light for the candles 
will need to be provided by yourselves.

Please be aware that the party room must be clear by the detailed closing time of your booking, as specified in the party confirmation letter.  We work to a tight schedule, and would be grateful 
for prompt clearance of the party room to allow us to prepare for the next booking.
